PRELIMINARY

Short title and commencement.

(g) consequences of failure to respond to the showecaoisce; and
(h) procedure to be followed for disposal of the shause notice.

(3) The show- cause notice shall enclose copieslevant documents and extracts of relevant pastioom the
report of investigation or inspection, or otheraets.

(4) A show-cause notice issued shall be serveth@imtsolvency professional agency in the followngnner-

agency to the Board.

(5) The Board shall constitute a Disciplinary Committeedisposal of the show- cause notice.

(11) The order passed under sub-regulation (10) sbebecome effective until thirty days have elag from the
date of issue of the order unless the Disciplir@oynmittee states otherwise in the order along thighreason for
the same.

(13) If the order passed under sub-regulation (@@pends or cancels the registration of the iesuly
professional agency, the Disciplinary Committedigieguire the insolvency professional agency to-

(a) discharge pending obligations;

(b) continue its functions till such time as may becsiied, to enable the enrolment of its members with
another insolvency professional agency; and

(c) comply with any other directions as considered appate.
Appeal.

CHAPTER IV
IN-PRINCIPLE APPROVAL

Grant of in-principle approval.
