No. IBBI/2016-17/GN/REG009.—n exercise of the powers conferred by sections, 29®, 210, 211, 212,
213, 214, 215, 216 read with section 240 of thelirscy and Bankruptcy Code, 2016 (31 of 2016),Bbard hereby
makes the following Regulations to provide a framdwfor registration and regulation of informatiatilities in terms
hereof, namely-

CHAPTER |
PRELIMINARY

1. Short title and commencement.

CHAPTER Il
REGISTRATION

3. Eligibility for registration.

No person shall be eligible to be registered aimfmmmation utility unless it is a public compaagd -

(a) its sole object is to provide core services anciotervices under these Regulations, and discharge
such functions as may be necessary for providiagélservices;

(b) its shareholding and governance is in accordantte®@hapter lll;
(c) its bye-laws are in accordance with Chapter IV;

(d) it has a minimum net worth of fifty crore rupees;

(e) itis not under the control of person(s) residarisime India;

(H not more than 49% of its total voting power or fiEid-up equity share capital is held, directly or
indirectly, by persons resident outside India;

(g) the person itself, its promoters, its directors,kéy managerial personnel, and persons holding: mor
than 5%, directly or indirectly, of its paid-up etyushare capitabr its total voting power, are fit and
proper persons:

Explanation: For determining whether a person is fit and prapeter these Regulations, the Board
may take account of relevant considerations, irofyd

(i) integrity, reputation and character,

(i) absence of conviction by a court for an offence:

Provided that a person may be considered ‘fit anopgr’ if he has been sentenced to
imprisonment for a period of less than six months;

Provided that a person shall not be consideredatiil proper’ if he has been sentenced to
imprisonment for a period (a) of not less thanmebnths, but less than seven years and a period
of five years has not elapsed from the date ofrgxpi the sentence, or (b) of seven years or
more.

(iii) absence of restraint order, in force, issued bipantial sector regulator or the Adjudicating
Authority, and

(iv) financial solvency.

4. Application for registration or renewal thereof.

An information utility seeking renewal of regisiat shall, at least six months before the expinjtef
registration, make an application for renewal irrrRoA of the Schedule, along with a non-refundable
application fee of five lakh rupees.

5. Disposal of application.

(1) The Board shall examine the application, and give apportunity to the applicant to remove the
deficiencies, if any, in the application.

(2) The Board may require the applicant to submit, imitheasonable time, additional documents or
clarification that it deems fit.

(3) The Board may require the applicant to appear,iwithasonable time, before the Board in person, or
through its authorised representative for clartfaras required for processing the application.

(4) Ifthe Board is satisfied, after such inspectiofinguiry as it deems necessary, that the applicant-

has adequate infrastructure to provide services@rdance with the Code;

has in its employment, persons having adequategsafnal and other relevant experience, to provide

for renewal under Regulation 4(2)

it may grant or renew a certificate of registratiorthe applicant as an information utility in FoBrof the
Schedule, within sixty days of receipt of the agpgiion, excluding the time given by the Board for
removing the deficiencies, or presenting additiad@uments or clarifications, or appearing in perss
the case may be.

(5) If, after considering an application made under iRatipn 4, the Board is of tharima facie opinion that
the registration ought not to be granted or ougtit to be renewed, or be granted or renewed with
additional conditions, it shall communicate thesmas for forming such an opinion within forty-fidays
of receipt of the application, excluding the timevem by the Board for removing the deficiencies,
presenting additional documents or clarificatiasappearing in person, as the case may be.

(6) The applicant shall submit an explanation as ty ithapplication should be accepted within fiftedays
of the receipt of the communication under sub-ratioh (5), to enable the Board to form a final a@m

0] take over information stored with other informatietilities on the directions of and in the manner
directed by the Board, and provide core servicdbdo users; and

If the Board is satisfied, after such inspectiomnguiry as it deems necessary, that-

it may grant in-principle approval which shall balid for a period not exceeding one year and bgestib
to such conditions as it deems fit.

During the validity of in-principle approval, th@mpany referred to in sub-regulation 2(b) may make
application for a certificate of registration as mfiormation utility to the Board in accordance hvit
Regulation 4, but shall not be required to payapplication fee for registration.

CHAPTER Il
SHAREHOLDING AND GOVERNANCE

8. Shareholding.

The compliance officer shall submit a compliancetifieate to the Board annually, verifying that the
information utility has complied with the requirente of the Code, and has redressed customer
grievances.

The Governing Board shall appoint or remove a c@ampk officer only by means of a resolution passed
at its meeting.

(1) An information utility shall appoint an external ditor having relevant qualifications to audit its
information technology framework, interface andadatocessing systems every year.

(2) The auditor appointed under sub-regulation (1)lshddmit a report to the Governing Board.

(3) The information utility shall submit the report edeed under sub-regulation (2), along with the canta
of the Governing Board, if any, to the Board witline month from the receipt of the report from the
external auditor.

Preservation Policy.

After considering the application and the objedigaceived, if any, the Board may, within thirtyyda
from the last date for submission of objectiongrape the application for surrender of registratsoibject
to such conditions as it deems fit.
